Race Format:

The Morning Runs, the best two racers of each course for each age group and gender will advance to the bracketed racing in the afternoon. This means a total of 48 athletes will advance; eight female J5’s, eight male J5’s, eight female J4’s, eight male J4’s etc. Before leaving please check the bracket boards to see which racers qualify for the afternoon bracket racing. 

The afternoon bracket racing will be head to head differential timing. The first round will be a single elimination knock out. The best four racers of each age level and gender will advance. The final round will be the top two racers competing for the title along with the third and fourth racers competing for standings.  Side Note: Hawaiian Dress is encouraged!
